process

e January 13, 2023 to March 10, 2023: LCO accepts QOAFs and
supporting documents and then on a rolling basis
e January 13, 2023 through March 10, 2023: first application deadline

e March 10, 2023 through September 8, 2023: applications filed on a 6-
month rolling basis

e March 10, 2023 to April 6, 2023: LCO reviews initial batch of QOAFs
and supporting documents

Revised Implementation Timeline (cont'd)

e April 6, 2023: LCO sends the list to DIR; DIR sends the list to the
JAC

e Mid to late April: schedule QO recommendation meeting

e May 1, 2023: first set of QOs to be approved and posted on LCO

e \Vote on extending the stay of enforcement of AB 547 to the date
the first QO list is posted by May 1, 2023
