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This presentation is an overview of the California workers’ compensation system’s medical benefit meant to anchor the participants in data about the system.  The focus is on the “numbers,” dollars, services, providers, diagnoses, prices, etc.  While the focus is California, the presentation also presents the data in the context of comparisons to the larger health care system and other state’s workers’ compensation systems.  From the perspective of the reminder of the conference, the presentation will establish the context for subsequent presentations that deal with how the system works and how it might be improved.
