OSHA’s Outreach Training Program, www.osha.gov/fso/ote/training/outreach/training_program.html trains workers in basic occupational safety and health through a one-week OSHA trainer course.  Workers who complete this training are then authorized to teach 10-hour or 30-hour courses in construction or general industry safety and health standards.  For the construction industry, required courses are:  500-Trainer Course in Occupational Safety and Health Standards for the Construction Industry and 510-Occupational Safety and Health Standards for the Construction Industry.  For general industry, the required course is: 501-Trainer Course in Occupational Safety and Health Standards for General Industry.  Two update courses are available:  502-Update for Construction Industry Outreach Trainers and 503-Update for General Industry Outreach Trainers.

The Susan Harwood Training Grants Program, www.osha.gov/fso/ote/training/sharwood/sharwood/html is a grant program that provides funding to train employees and employers in recognizing, avoiding and preventing safety and health hazards in the workplace.  OSHA has been awarding grants since 1978.  Awards are made to safety and health organizations, employer associations, labor organizations, educational institutions and other non-profit organizations.
