(j) Medical Surveillance.

(A) [bookmark: wp1509467][bookmark: wp1128751][bookmark: wp1509466]The employer shall institute a medical surveillance program for all employees who are or may be exposed at or above the action level for more than 30 days per year. 
(B) [bookmark: wp1509469][bookmark: wp1128752][bookmark: wp1509468]The employer shall assure that all medical examinations and procedures are performed by or under the supervision of a licensed physician.
(C) [bookmark: wp1509471][bookmark: wp1128753][bookmark: wp1509470]The employer shall provide the required medical surveillance including multiple physician review under subsection (j)(3)(C) without cost to employees and at a reasonable time and place.
(2) [bookmark: wp1509472][bookmark: wp1128754]Biological Monitoring.
(A) [bookmark: wp1509474][bookmark: wp1128755][bookmark: wp1509473]Blood Lead and Zinc Protoporphrin Sampling and Analysis. The employer shall make available biological monitoring in the form of blood sampling and analysis for lead and zinc protoporphrin (ZPP) levels to each employee covered under subsection (j)(1)(A) on the following schedule: 
1. [bookmark: wp3051733][bookmark: wp1128756][bookmark: wp1509475]At least every month for the first 3 months of placement, or upon change in task to higher exposure, then every 6 months to each employee covered under subsection (j)(1)(A); and
2. [bookmark: wp1509481][bookmark: wp1128757][bookmark: wp1509477]At least every three two months for each employee whose last blood sampling and analysis indicated a blood lead level at or above 10 40 µg /dL100 g but below 20 µg/dL of whole blood. This frequency shall continue until three two consecutive blood samples and analysis, taken at least four weeks apart, indicate a blood lead level below 10 40 µg/ dL 100 g of whole blood; and 
3. [bookmark: wp3052076][bookmark: wp1128758][bookmark: wp1509482]At least monthly for each employee whose last blood sampling and analysis indicated a blood lead level at or above 20 µg/dL of whole blood and during the removal period of each employee removed from exposure to lead due to an elevated blood lead. This frequency shall continue until three consecutive blood samples and analysis taken at least a month apart indicate a blood lead level below 10 µg/dL of whole blood; and 
4. [bookmark: wp1509500][bookmark: wp1128759][bookmark: wp1509499]ZPP determinations shall be made available as soon as possible but no later than the first biological monitoring scheduled for an employee. 
Note to (j)(2)(A): ZPP testing shall be offered to employees but the physician may advise the employee that such testing is an insensitive biomarker of lead expoures when an employee’s blood lead is below 25 µg/dL.

Whenever the results of a blood lead level test indicate that an employee's blood lead level exceeds the numerical criterion for medical removal under subsection (k)(1), the employer shall provide a second (follow-up) blood sampling test within two weeks after the employer receives the results of the first blood sampling test.

Blood lead level sampling and analysis provided pursuant to this section shall have an accuracy (to a confidence level of 95 percent) within plus or minus 15 percent or 6 µg/dL100ml, whichever is greater, and shall be conducted by a laboratory approved by OSHA licensed by the Center for Disease Control (CDC), U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, or which has received a satisfactory grade in blood lead proficiency testing from CDC in the prior 12 months. 
(D) [bookmark: wp1509506][bookmark: wp1128762][bookmark: wp1509505]Employee Notification. Within five working days after the receipt of biological monitoring results, the employer shall notify in writing each employee whose blood lead level exceeds 40 µg/100 g:

2. [bookmark: wp1509509][bookmark: wp1128764][bookmark: wp1509508]That the standard requires temporary medical removal with Medical Removal Protection benefits when an employee's blood lead level exceeds the numerical criterion for medical removal under subsection (k)(1).

(A) [bookmark: wp1509512][bookmark: wp1128766][bookmark: wp1509511]Frequency. The employer shall make available medical examinations and consultations to each employee covered under Section 5198(j)(1)(A) on the following schedule: 
1. [bookmark: wp1509514][bookmark: wp1128767][bookmark: wp1509513]At least annually for each employee for whom a blood sampling test conducted at any time during the preceding 12 months indicated a blood lead level at or above 20 40 µg/dL100 g;

3. 1. [bookmark: wp2472694]The employer shall remove an employee from work having an exposure to lead at or above the action level on each occasion that the average of the last two three blood sampling tests conducted pursuant to this section (or the average of all blood sampling tests conducted over the previous six (6) months, whichever is longer) indicates that the employee's blood lead level is at or above 30 50 µg/dL100 g of whole blood; provided, however, that an employee need not be removed if the last blood sampling test indicates a blood lead level at or below 20 40 µg/dL100 g of whole blood. 
(2) [bookmark: wp2472696][bookmark: wp2472695]Temporary Removal Due to a Final Medical Determination. 
(A) [bookmark: wp2472699][bookmark: wp2472697][bookmark: wp2472698]The employer shall remove an employee from work having an exposure to lead at or above the action level on each occasion that a final medical determination results in a medical finding, determination, or opinion that the employee has a detected medical condition which places the employee at increased risk of material impairment to health from exposure to lead.
