
Industrial Welfare Commission wage orders 
 
Order 1-2001: Manufacturing industry 
 
Order 2-2001: Personal service industry (i.e., beauty salons, barber shops, etc.) 
 
Order 3-2001: Canning, freezing and preserving industry 
 
Order 4-2001: Professional, technical, clerical, mechanical and similar occupations 
(employees working in businesses not covered by industry orders, such as banks, insurance 
companys, travel agencies, etc.) 
 
Order 5-2001: Public housekeeping industry (restaurants, hotels, hospitals, residential care 
homes, etc.) 
 
Order 5-2002: For employers with 24-hour facilities for minor children and 24-hour care 
homes for the elderly 
 
Order 6-2001: Laundry, linen supply, dry cleaning and dyeing industry 
 
Order 7-2001: Mercantile industry (wholesale or retail sales) 
 
Order 8-2001: Industries handling products after harvest (a farmer does packing or 
processing of another farmer’s agricultural product in addition to his own, a commercial 
packing house, co-op facility, etc.)  
 
Order 9-2001: Transportation industry (taxi and trucking companies, auto repair shops, car 
washes, ambulances, etc.) 
 
Order 10-2001: Amusement and recreation industry (movie theaters, bowling alleys, golf 
courses, etc.) 
 
Order 11-2001: Broadcasting industry (radio or TV broadcasting) 
 
Order 12-2001: Motion picture industry  
 
Order 13-2001: Industries preparing agricultural products for market, on the farm (applies 
only to packing or processing of farmer’s own agricultural product) 
 
Order 14-2001: Agricultural occupations (applies to employees directly engaged in on-farm 
work such as planting, harvesting, etc., but not support employees) 
 
Order 15-2001: Household occupations (butlers, maids, day workers, housecleaners) 
 
Order 16-2001: Construction, on-site mining/logging activities 
 
Order MW-2001: Regulating the minimum wage 
 
The Division of Labor Standards Enforcement has not identified any occupations that meet 
the definition of “miscellaneous employees” in IWC order 17-2001.
