The advisory committee will consider proposed amendments recommended by Ms. Colleen Kraus, Valero Energy Corporation (Petitioner).  The Petitioner requested that the Board undertake rulemaking concerning chain and cable ladders (known as Jacob’s ladders) used by the petrochemical industry to perform maintenance inspection and repair work.  There are currently no California regulations, ANSI Standards or American Ladder Institute policies that address such ladders.  The Petitioner proposes standards that would apply only to petrochemical facilities as part of the PSO and would state that Jacob’s ladders would be used only when other alternatives are not feasible.
