PROPOSED STATE STANDARD,

TITLE 8, CHAPTER 4


Amend section 1598 as follows:

§1598. Traffic Control for Public Streets and Highways. 

(a) Where a hazard exists to employees because of traffic or haulage conditions at work sites that encroach upon public streets or highways, a system of traffic controls in conformance with the U.S. Department of Transportation "Federal Highway Administration Manual of on Uniform Traffic Controls Devices, Part 6, December 2000, for Construction and Maintenance Work Zones--1996" as amended by the MUTCD California Supplement, May 20, 2004, which is are herein incorporated by reference and referred to as the "Manual", available from the Federal Highway Administration website at www.mutcd.fhwa.dot.gov or the California Department of Transportation website at www.dot.ca.gov, published by the State Department of Transportation, shall be required so as to abate the hazard. 

Note: Additional means of traffic control, such as continuous patrol, detours, barricades, or other techniques for the safety of employees may be employed. Criteria for position, location and use of traffic control devices described in the "Manual" is not mandatory. It is furnished solely for the purpose of guidance and information. 

(b) Specifications for the size and design of signs, lights, and devices used for traffic control shall be as described in the "Manual", published by the State Department of Transportation pursuant to the provisions of California Vehicle Code Section 21400 and, which is incorporated by this reference. 

Note: The "Manual" may be obtained at any Division office or from the Department of Transportation.

(c) Placement of warning signs shall be according to the U.S. Department of Transportation “Federal Highway Administration Manual of on Uniform Traffic Controls Devices, Part 6, December 2000 for Construction and Maintenance Work Zones—1996”, as amended by the MUTCD California Supplement, May 20, 2004, which are herein incorporated by reference and referred to as the “Manual,” available from the Federal Highway Administration website at www.mutcd.fhwa.dot.gov or the California Department of Transportation’s website at www.dot.ca.govpublished by the State Department of Transportation, which is herein incorporated by reference and referred to as the “Manual”.
