OPINION AND ORDER
GRANTING PETITION FOR

Avenue, 9th Floor, San Francisco, CA 94102) or its Post Office Box address (P.O. Box 429459,
San Francisco, CA 94142-9459), and shall not be submitted to the district office from which the
WCJ’s decision issued or to any other district office of the Workers” Compensation Appeals Board,
and shall not be e-filed in the Electronic Adjudication Management System (EAMS). Any
documents relating to the petition for reconsideration lodged in violation of this order may not be

accepted for filing nor deemed filed.



All trial level documents not related to the petition for reconsideration shall continue to be
e-filed through EAMS or, to the extent permitted by the Rules of the Administrative Director, filed
in paper form.! If, however, a proposed settlement is being filed, the petitioner for reconsideration
should promptly notify the Appeals Board because a WCJ cannot act on a settlement while a case
is pending before the Appeals Board on a grant of reconsideration. (Cal. Code Regs., tit. 8, former
