All of your comments, both 

given verbally here today and those submitted in writing, will 

be considered in determining what revisions, if any, we make to 

the proposed regulations.

Please restrict the subject of your comments to the 

proposed regulations. We ask that you limit your comments to 

five minutes. You will receive a message asking you to unmute 

yourself prior to your name being called. You must click on 

the unmute message in order to speak. Please wait to speak 

until you are called upon. Your time will begin after you are 

unmuted and you are called upon. 

I will call the names of those who have indicated they 

wish to speak today in the order received, and I apologize in 

advance if I mispronounce anyone's name. All oral comments 

given today will be taken down by the Hearing Reporter. 

When everyone on the list has had a chance to make their 

public comment, I will check to see if anyone new has joined 

and wishes to speak or if anyone else has additional comments. 

This hearing will continue for as long as there are people on 

the line who wish to comment on the proposed regulations, but 

it will close at 5 o'clock this afternoon. If the hearing
