2 3 At all times relevant to this Superseding Indictment: 

2 4 The Medicare Program 

25 1. The Medicare Program ("Medicare") was a federal program that provided free or 

26 below-cost health care benefits to certain individuals, primarily the elderly, blind, and disabled. 

2 7 The benefits available under Medicare were prescribed by statute and by federal regulations , 

2 8. under the auspices of the United States Department of Health and Human Services ("HHS"),

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through its agency, the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services ("CMS"). Individuals who 

received benefits under Medicare were commonly referred to as Medicare "beneficiaries." Each 

Medicare beneficiary is issued a unique Medicare claim number. 

2. Medicare was a "health care benefit program," as defined by Title 18, United 

States Code, Section 24(b). 

3. Part B of the Medicare Program was a medical insurance program that covered, 

among other things, certain durable medical equipment ("DME"), including power wheelchairs 

("PWCs"). 

4. For Califomia beneficiaries, Medicare Part B insurance covering DME and related 

health care benefits, items, and services was administered by Noridian Administrative Services, 

11 LLC (''Noridian"), pursuant to a contract with CMS. Among Noridian's responsibilities, it 

12 received, evaluated, and paid the claims submitted to it by Medicare beneficiaries and suppliers 

13 of health care items and services. 

14 5. Under Medicare's rules and regulations, a licensed medical professional or entity 

15 seeking to participate in and bill the Medicare program (a Medicare provider) had to apply for a 

16 national provider identifier (''NPI"). DME companies, physicians, and other health care 

1 7 providers that sought to participate in Medicare Part B and bill Medicare for the cost of DME and 

18 related benefits, items, and services, were required to obtain a supplier number. The supplier 

19 number allowed a DME company to submit claims for reimbursement to Medicare for the cost of 

20 DME and related items and services it supplied to beneficiaries. 

21 6. To receive payment from Medicare, a DME company, using its supplier number, 

22 would submit a health insurance claim form to a Medicare contractor. Medicare permitted DME 

2 3 companies to submit a claim electronically or in hard copy. Medicare required DME companies 

24 to provide certain information, including: (a) the Medicare beneficiary's name; (b) the Medicare 

2 5 beneficiaiy's identification number; (c) the name and identification number of the doctor who 

2 6 ordered the item or service that was the subject of the claim; (d) the health cai·e benefits, items, or 

27 services provided to the beneficiary; (e) the billing codes for those benefits, items, or services; 

2 8 and (f) the date upon which tl1e benefits, items, or services were provided.

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7. Medicare, through Noridian, would generally pay a portion, usually 80%, of the 

cost of the DME and related health care items and services if they were deemed medically 

necessary and ordered by a licensed doctor or other qualified health care provider. The 

remaining cost, generally 20%, known as the "co-pay," was typically paid by a secondary 

insurance plan, by state health care programs, or by the Medicare beneficiary. Payments under 

Medicare Part B were often made directly to the DME company. For this to occur, the 

beneficiary would assign the right of payment to the DME company or other health care provider. 

Once such an assignment took place, the DME company or other health care provider would 

assume the responsibility for submitting claims to, and receiving payments from, Medicare. 

8. Medicare providers agreed to abide by all Medicare Jaws, regulations, and 

l 1 program instructions, and not to present or cause to be presented a false or fraudulent claim for 

12 payment by Medicare or to submit claims with deliberate ignorance or reckless disregard of their 

13 truth or falsity. Medicare providers also agree that payment of a. claim by Medicare is 

14 conditioned upon the claim and the underlying transaction complying with such Medicare laws,

6. Section 2236 of the Code states: 

,, 

"(a) The conviction of any offense substantially related to the qualifications, 
functions, or duties of a physician and surgeon constitutes unprofessional conduct 
within the meaning of this chapter [Chapter 5, the Medical Practice Act). The record 
of conviction shall be conclusive evidence only of the fact that the conviction 
occun-ed. 

"(b) The district attorney, city attorney, or other prosecuting agency shall notify the 
Division of Medical Quality1 of the pcndency of an action against a licensee charging 
a felony or misdemeanor immediately upon obtaining information that the defendant 
is a licensee. The notice shall identify the licensee and describe the crimes charged 
and the facts alleged. The prosecuting agency shall also notify the clerk of the comt 
in which the action is pending that the defendant is a licensee, and the clerk shall 
record prominently in the file that the defendant holds a license as a physician and 
surgeon.

"( c) The clerk of the court in which a licensee is convicted of a crime shall, within 48 
hours after the conviction, transmit a certified copy of the record of conviction to the 
board. The division may inquire into the circumstances surrounding the commission 
of a crime in order to fix the degree of discipline or to determine if the conviction is 
of an offense substantially related to the qualifications, functions, or duties of a 
physician and surgeon. 

"(d) A plea or verdict of guilty or a conviction after a plea ofnolo contendere is 
deemed to be a conviction within the meaning of this section and Section 2236. l. 
The record of conviction shall be conclusive evidence of the fact that the conviction 
occurred." 

7. Section 2261 of the Code states, in pertinent part: 

"Knowingly making or signing any certificate or other document directly or indirectly 
related to the practice of medicine or podiatry which falsely represents the existence 
or nonexistence of a state of facts, constitutes unprofessional conduct." 

8. Section 810 of the Code states, in pertinent part: 

"(a) It shall constitute unprofessional conduct and grounds for disciplinary action, 
including suspension or revocation of a license or certificate, for a health care 
professional to do any of the following in connection with his cir her professional 
activities: 

(1) Knowingly present or cause to be presented any false or fraudulent claim for the 
payment of a loss under a contract of insurance. 

(2) Knowingly prepare, make, or subscribe any writing, with intent to present or use 
the same, or to allow it to be presented or used in support of any false or fraudulent 
claim." 

CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINE 

(Conviction of Substantially Related Crimes) 

9. Respondent is subject to disciplinary action under section 2236 of the Code in that 

20 she has been convicted of crimes substantially related to the qiialifications, functions, or duties of 

21 a physician and surgeon. The circumstances are as follows: 

22 10. On or about January 26, 2012, before the United States District Court for the 

23 Northem District of California (San Francisco) in Case No. CR 12 0054 JSW, a Federal Grand 

24 Jury returned an indictment against Respondent and two owners of medical supply and medical 

25 disb'ibutor companies alleging one count of Conspiracy to Engage in Health Care Fraud (18 

26 U.S.C. §1349) and I 0 counts of Health Care Fraud and Aiding and Abetting Health Care Fraud 

27 (18 U.S.C. §1347), all felonies. The allegations were that between December 9, 2006 and July 

28 26, 2011, defendant suppliers submitted more than $2,400,000.00 in fraudulent claims to 

3 
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I Medicare for power wheelchairs for Medicare beneficiaries who did not need them and based 

2 these claims on fraudulent prescriptions for the same issued by Respondent. Defendant suppliers 

3 were paid more than $1,200,000.00 by Medicare, and Respondent was supplied with cash 

4 kickbacks for her assistance. 

5 11. Respondent and her co-conspirators were arrestea by the FBI on February 9, 2012. 

6 Respondent pleaded not guilty before a federal magistrate in San Francisco and was released on 

7 bond and ordered to appear before tl1e magistrate on February 10, 2012 for determination of the 

8 conditions of her release. 

9 12. On or about December 19, 2013, a Superseding Indictment was filed by the United 

1 O . States Attorney, alleging further details and adding a felony charge of Conspiracy to Solicit and 

11 Receive Kickbacks Involving a Federal Health Care Program. (18 U.S.C. §37 l) 

12 13. On or about August 21, 2014, Respondent pleaded guilty to all 12 counts of the 

13 Superseding Indictment. Respondent was sentenced to 24 months in prison on each of the 12 

14 counts, served concurrently, followed by three (3) years of Supervised Release on terms and 

15 conditions, including joint and several responsibility for restitution to Medicare in the amount of 

16 $1,577,426.00. 

17 14. The charges to which Respondent pleaded guilty are substantially related to the 

18 qualifications, functions or duties of a physician and surgeon in that the conduct constituted acts 

19 of dishonesty or con-uption under section 2234(e) of the Code; knowingly signing documents 

20 related to the practice of medicine which falsely represented the existence of a state of facts under 

21 section 2261 of the Code; and knowingly preparing and subscribing writings, i.e. prescriptions, 

22 with the intent to allow tl1em to be presented and used in support of false or fraudulent claims. 

23 under section 810 of the Code. 

24 PRAYER 

25 WHEREFORE, Complainant requests that a hearing be held on the matters herein alleged, 

26 and that following the hearing, the Medical Board of California issue a decision: 

27 1. Revoking or suspending Physician and Surgeon's Certificate Number A 86930, issued 

28 to Edna Quevedo Calaustro, M.D.
