	  (e) Concrete bulk storage bins, containers, or silos shall have conical or tapered bottoms with mechanical or pneumatic means of starting the flow of material.  (Title 24, Part 2, Section 2-1134(c).)

(f)(e) No employee shall be required or permitted to work or climb on piled, granular or free flowing (loose) material, such as but not limited to sand, sawdust, chips, gravel, fuel, seed or grain piled on a level deck or on the ground, unless provision is made for safe access to and egress from the piled material and protection from the engulfment/entrapment hazards is provided as described in Section 3482(b) is provided.  Whenever possible, platforms or walkways shall be provided and employees shall be instructed to remain upon such platforms or walkways while working over loose material.
