5. Respondent is fully aware of his legal rights in this matter, including the right to a
hearing on the charges and ailegations in the Accusation; the right to be represented by counsel, at
his own expense; the right to confront and cross-examine the witnesses against him; the right to
present evidence and to testify on his own behalf, the right to the issvance of subpoenas to compel
the attendance of witnesses and the production of documents; the right to reconsideration and
court review of an adverse decision; and all other rights accorded by the California
Administrative Procedure Act and other applicable laws. Respondent voluntarily, knowingly, and
inteiligently waives and gives up each and every right set forth above,

6. For the purpose of resolving the charges and allegations in the Accusation, without

7. Pursuant to section 2224(b) of the Business and Professions Code, this Stipulation
for Surrender of License shall be subject to the approval of the Board. Respondent understands
and agrees that the Medical Board’s staff and counsel for Complainant may communicate directly
with the Board regarding this Stipulation without notice to or participation by Respondent or his
counsel. By signing this Stipulation, Respondent understands and agrees that he may not
withdraw his agreement or seek to rescind the Stipulation prior to the thne the Board considers
and acts upon it. In the event that this Stipulation is rejected for any reason by the Board, it will
be of no force or effect for either party, The Board wiil not be disqualified from further action in
this matter by virtue of its consideration of this Stipulation,

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8. Upon aceeptance of this Stipulation by the Board, Respondent understands that he
will no longer be permitted to practice as a physician and surgeon in California, and also agrees to
surrender and cause to be clé]ivered to the Board any license and wallet certificate in his
possession before the effective date of the Decision.

2. The admissions made by Respondent herein are only for the purposes of thig
proceeding, or any cther proceedings in which the Medical Board or other professional licensing
agency is involved, and shall not be admissible in any other criminal or civil proceeding,

10,  Respondent fully understands and agrees that if he ever files an application for
relicensure or reinstatement in the State of California, the Board shall treat it as a petition for
reinstatement, and Respondent must comply with all laws, regulations and procedures for
reinstatement of a revoked license in effect at the time the petition is filed.

11.  Respondent understands that because this surrender of license is based on Section
822 of the Code, he may not petition for reinstatement as a physician and surgeon for a period of
one (1) year from the effective date of his surrender. Information gathered in connection with
Acclisation number §00-2015-016506 may be considered by the Board in determining whether to
grant the petition for reinstatement. For the purposes of the reinstatement hearing, the allegations
contained in Accusation number 860-2015-016506 shall be deemed to be admitted by
Respondent, and Respondent waives any and all defenses based on a claim of laches or the statute
of limitations,

6.  Section 822 provides that, if'a licensing agency determines that a licensee’s ability to
practice his or her profession safely is impaired becanse of mental or physicul iliness affecting
competency, the licensing agency may take action by revoking the licensee's certificate or license,
suspending the licensee's right to practice, placing the licensee on probation or taking such other |
action in relation to the licensee as the licensing agency in its discretion deems proper.
