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A Respondent has received, read and understands the Accusation which is presently
on file and pending in case number 800-2017-030084 (Accusation) a copy of which is attached as
Exhibit A. -Respondent also has carefully read and understands the effects of this Stipulated |
Surrender of Licenise (Stipulation).

5. Respondent is fully aware of her legal rights in this matter, including the right to a
hearing on the charges and allegations in the Accusation; the right to be represented by counsel, at
her own expense; the right to confront and cross-examine the witnesses againét her; the right to
present ev_idence and to testify on her own behalf; the right to the issuance of subpoenas to ‘

compel the attendance of witnesses and the production-of documents; the right to reconsideration

‘and court review of an adverse decision; and all other rights accorded by the California

Administrative Procedure Act and other applicable laws. Respondent voluntarily, knowingly, and
intelligently waives and gives up each and every right set forth above.
6. For the purpose of resolving the charges and allegations in the Accusation, without

the expense and uncertainty of further proceedings, Respondent agrees that based on the action

- taken by the Arizona Medical Board as alleged in the Accusation, cause exists to take action

against her California physician"s and surgeon’s certificate. Respondent wishes to surrender her
California certificate at this time.

7. Pursuant to section 2224(b) of the Business and Professioné Code, this Stipulatioﬁ
for Surrender of License shall be subject to the approval of the Board. Respondent understands
and agrees that the Medical:Board’s staff and cbunsel for Comﬁla’inaﬁt may communicate directly
with the Board regarding this Stipulation without notice to or participation by Respondent. By
signing this Stipulation, Respondent understands and agrees that she may not withdraw hex
agreement or seek to rescind the Stipulation priér to the time the Board considers and acts upon it.
In the e{fent that this Stipulation is rejected for any reason by the Board, it will be of no force or
effect for either party. The Board will not be disqualified from further action in this matter by
virtue of its consideration of this Stipulatiou.

“Upon acceptance of this Stipulation by the Board, Respbndent understands that she
will no longer be permitted to practice as a physician and surgeon in California, and also agrees to
surrender and: cause to be delivered to the Board any license and wallet certificate in her
possession before the effective date of the decision.

9. The admissions made by Respondent herein afe only for the purposes of this
proceeding, or any other proceedings in which the Medical Board or other professional licensing
agency is involved, and shall not be admissible in any other criminal or civil proceeding. |

10.  Respondent fully understands and agrees that if she ever ﬁles an appfication for
relicensure or reinstatement in_ the State of California, the Board shall treat it as a petition for
reinétatement, and Respondent must comply with all laws, regulations and procedures for
reinstatement of a revoked license in effect at the time the petition is filed.

11.  Respondent understands that she may not petition for reinstatement as a physician
and surgeon for a period of three (3) years from the effective date of her surrender. Information
gathered in connection with Accusation number 800~2017—030084 may be considered by the .
Board in détermining whether or not the grant the petition for reinstatement. For the purposes of
the reinstatement hearing, the allegations contained in Accusation number §00-2017-030084 shall
be deemed to be admitted by Respondent, and Respéndent waives any and all defenses based on a
claim of laches or the statute of limitations.

12.  The parties understand and agree that facsimile or electronic copies of this
Stipulated Surfender of License, including chsimile or-eleétronic siénatures thereto, shall have-
the same force and effect as the originals.

The Complainant alleges:

1.  Kimberly Kirchmeyer (Complainan;t) is the Executive Director of the Medical Board

of California, Department of Consumer Affairs, and brings this Accusation solély in her official-

capacity.

2. OnNovember 20, 1989, Physician’s and Surgeon’s Certificate No. G67531 was
issued by the Medical Board of California to Kathryn Lisa Cook, M.D. (Respondent). .The
certificate is in délinquent status, having expired on April 30,2017. |
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JURISDICTION

3. This Accusation is brought before the Medical Board of California (Board) unc‘ler the
authority of the following sections of the California Business and Ptofessions Code (Code) éndr’or
other relevant sfatutory enactment: - |

A.  Section 2227 of the Code provides in part that the Board may‘ revoke, suspend
for a period not to exceed one year, or place on probation, the license of any licensee who
has beén found guilty under the Medical Practice Act, and may recover the costs of
probation monitoring. -

B.  Section 2305 of the Code provides, in part, that the revqcaﬁon, suspension, or
other disciplline, restriction or limitation irﬁposed by another state upon a license to practice
medich;le issued by that state, or the revocation, ‘sus‘pension, or yestriction of the authority
to practice medici‘ne by any agency of .the federal government, that would have been
grounds for dlSClphl‘le in California under the Medical Practice Act, constltutes grounds for
dlsc1phne for unprofessional conduct.

C.  Section 141 of the Code provides:

“(a) For any licensee holding a license issued by a board under the
jurisdiction of a department, a disciplinary action taken by another state, by any
agency of the federal government, or by another country for any act
substantially related to the practice regulated by the California license, may be
a ground for disciplinary action by the respective state licensing board. A
certified copy of the record of the disciplinary action taken against the licensee
by another state, an agency of the federal government, or by another country
shall be conclusive evidence of the events related therein.

“(b) Nothing in this section shall preclude a board from applying a
specific statutory provision in the licensing act administered by the board that
provides for discipline based upon a disciplinary action taken against the
licensee by another state, an agency of the federal government, or another
country.”

FIRST CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINE

(Discipline, Restriction, or Limitation Imposed by Another State)
4. OnFebruary 2,2017, the Arizona Medical Board issued an Order for Surrender of
Licensure and Consent to Same. The Order for Surrender of Licensure contains factual findings

that the Arizona Board initiated a case after receiving notification that Respondent may have a

2
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medical condition that Jimited her ability to safely engage in the practice of medicine and that
Ré_spondent requested to surrender hef license due to hcr on_goirig health cordition. A copy of the
Order for Surrender of Liceﬁse and Consent to the Same issued by the Arizona Medical Board is
attached as Exhibit A.

5. The action of the Arizona Medical Board, as set forth in paragraph 4, above,
constitutes cause for discipline pursuant to sections 2305 and/or 141 of the Code.

7 PRAYER

WHEREYJORE, Complainant requests that éhearing be held on the matters herein alleged,
and that foliowiﬁg the hearing, the Board issue a decision; _

1. Revoking or suspending Physician’s and Surgeén’s Certificate Number G67531
issued to Respondent Kathryn Lisa Cook, M.D.;

2. Revoking, suspending or denying approval of Respondent’s authority fo supervise

physician assistants and advanced practice nurses;

3. Ordering Respondent, if placed on probation, to pay the co-sts. of probation
monitoring; and

4. Taking such other and further action as the Board deems necessary and proper.
