Onor about December 14, 2016, an employee of the Board, served by Certified and
First Class Mail a copy of the Accusation No. 7002017000143, Statement to Respondent, Notice
of Defense, Request for Discovery, and Government Code sections 11507.5, 11507.6, and
11507.7 (all referred to as the “Accusation Package”) to Respondent’s address of record with the
Board, which was and is: 16185 Tuolumne Road, Sonora, CA 95370-7826. The U.S. Postal
Service ’fraok and Confirm search results indicate that the Accusation package was returned to
the Board unclaimed on January 17, 2017. (Exhibit Package, Exhibit 2, Accusation Package and
copy of U.S. Postal Service Track and Confirm search results.)

4. On or about December 14, 2016, an employee of the Board, also §ewed by Certified
and First Class Mail a copy of the Accusation Package to a second address for Respondent: A
Nevada Southern Detention Center, 2190 East'Mesquite Ave., Pahrump, NV 89060. The U.S.
Postal Service Track and Confirm search results indicate that the Accusation package was
“delivered, left with individual” on December 16, 2016. The Board has received no response to
the Accusation. (Exhibit Package, Exhibit 2, Accusation Package and copy of U.S. Postal Service
Track and Confirm search results.)

5. Service of the Accusation was effective as a matter of law under the provisions of
Government Code section 11505, subdivision (¢). 7 _

6.~ On or about January 12, 2017, an employee of the Attorney General’s Office sent by
certified and regular mgi] to Respondent at the Nevada Southern Detention Center, as listed above
in paragraph 4, a Courtesy Notice of Default, advising Respondent of the service of the
Accusation, and providing him with the opportunity to request relief from default. The 11.S.
Postal Service Track and Confirm search results indicate that the Courtesy Notice of Default was
“Delivered, to Mail Room” on January 17, 2017. The Attorney General’s Office received no
response to the Courtesy Notice of Default. (Exhibit Package, Exhibit 3, Courtesy Notice of
Default and copy of U.S. Postal Service Track and Confirm search results.)

7. Business and Professions Code section 118 states, in pertinent part:

"(b) The suspension, expiration, or forfeiture by operation of law of a license issued by a

board in the department, or its suspension, forfeiture, or cancellation by order of the board or by

2 .
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order of a court of law, or its surrender without the written consent of the board, shall not, during
any period in which it may be renewed, restored, reissued, or reinstated, deprive the board of its
authority to institute or continue a disciplinary proceeding against the licensee upon any ground
provided by law or to enter an order suspending or revoking the license or otherwise taking
disciplinary action against the license on any such ground.”

8.  Government Code section 11506 states, in pertinent part:

"(¢) The respondent shall be entitled to a hearing on fhe merits if the respondent files a
notice of defense, and the notice shall be deemed a Speci.fic denial of all parts of the accusation
not expressly admitted. Failure to file a notice of defense shall constitute a waiver of
respondent’s right to a hearing, but the égency in its discretion may nevettheless grant a hearing."”

Respondent failed to file a Notice of Defense within 15 days after service upon him of the
Accusation, and therefore waived his right to a hearing on the merits of Accusation No.
7002017000143.

9.  California Government Code section 11520 states, in pertinent part:

"(a) If the respondent either fails to file a notice of defense or to appear at the hearing, the

agency may take action based upon the respondent’s express admissions or upon other evidence

and affidavits may be used as evidence without any notice to respondent.”

10.  Pursuant to its authority under Government Code section 11520, the Board finds
Respondent is in default. The Board will téke action without further hearing and, based on
Respondent’s express admissions by way of default and the evidence before it; contained in tlhe
Exhibit Package, finds that the allegations in Accusation No. 7002017000143 are true.

A.  Onorabout August 11, 2016, the U.S. Attorney’s Office filed criminal charges
against Respondent in the United States District Court of Nevada in United States of America v
Randy Lee Wren, Case No. 2:16-mj-00562-NJK. The complaint charges Respondent with one
felony count of coercion and enticement of a minor in illicit sexual conduct under Title 18,

U.S.C., § 2422(b). (Exhibit Package, Exhibit 4, Complaint, United States of America v. Randy
Lee Wren, Case No. 2:16-mj-00562-NJK.)
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B.  During the federal investigation that resulted in the criminal charges, Respondent
admitted to having a P.O. Box in Tuclumne, California that he used to send gifts to the underage
Victim. He also admitted to knowing the Victim. Law eﬁforﬁement confirmed that Respondent
posed as a minor under a different name when speaking with the Victim. Respondent further
admitted that he knew at some point in his relationship that the Victim was a minor. He also
admitted going on social websites to find women as young as 16 or 17 years old. (/d.)

C.  Respondent’s conduct with the Victim amounts fo a corrupt act in violation of
Business and Professions Code seétion 3750(j) and he has subjected his Respiratory Care license
to discipline.

D. The Respiratory Care Board further finds that puréuant to Business and Professions

"Code section 3753.5, the costs of investigation and enforcement of the case prayed for in the -

Accusation total $3,510.00, based on the Certification of Costs contained in Exhibit Package,
Exhibit 5.
DETERMINATION OF ISSUES

1.  Based on the. foregoing findings of fact, Respondent’s conduct, as set forth above,
constitutes cause for disciplinary action and/or unprofessional conduct within the meaning of
Business and Professions Code sections 3750() [commission of corrupt acts], 3752.6 [sexual -
misconduct oi‘ attempted sexual misconduct], and Code of Regulations sections 1399.370(d)
[erime involving harassment or stalking], andr 1399.370(e) [crime involving lewd conduct].

"~ 2. Respondent was duly served a copy of Accusation No. 7002017000143 and failed to
file a Notice of Defense or otherwise contest the allegations. ’

3. The agency has jurisdiction to adjudicate this case by default.

4. The Respiratory Care Board is authorized to revoke Respondent’s Respiratory Care
Practitioner License No. 14678.

5. Responden;t is hereby ordered to pay the above costs of investigation and enforcement
of this action in the amount of $3,510.00.

AW
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ORDER

IT IS SO ORDERED that Respiratory Care Practitioner License No. 14678, heretofore
issued to Respondent Randy Lee Wren, is revoked.

Respondent is ordered to reimburse the Respiratory Care Board the amount of $3,510.00
for its investigative and enforcement costs. The filing of bankruptcy by Respondent shall not
relieve Respoﬁdent of his responsibility to reimburse the Board for its costs. Respondent’s
Respiratory Care Practitioner License may not be renewed or reinstated unless all costs ordered
under Business and Professions Code section 3753.5 have been paid.

If Respondent ever files an application for relicensure or reinstatement in the State of
California, thé Board shall treat it as a petition for reinstatement. Respondent must comply with
all the laws, regulations and- probedures for reinstatement of a revoked 1icense in effect at the time
the petition .is filed.

Pursuant to Government Code section 11520, subdivision (c), Respondent may serve a
written motion requesting that the Deéision be vacated and stating the grounds relied on within
seven (7) days after service of the Decision on Respondent. The agency in its discretion may
vacate the Decision and grant a hearing on a showing of good cause, as defined in the statute.

This Decision shall become effective on April 22, 2017.
