I.
Written Comments
Mr. David Shiraishi, MPH, Area Director - Region IX, United States Department of Labor, Occupational Safety and Health Administration, by letter dated June 22, 2012.

Comment: Mr. Shiraishi stated that the proposed occupational safety and health standard appears to be commensurate with federal standards except that the Chemical Abstract Service (CAS) number for Oleum is incorrect.  The correct CAS number is 8014-95-7, not 8014-945-7.
Response: Oleum is included to correct the CAS number from 8014-94-7, to 8014-95-7. Unfortunately, the strikeout of the “4” is difficult to see; therefore, Board staff will highlight the correct number to ensure that CAS number is correctly printed in the California Code of Regulations.  The Board acknowledges Region IX approval of the proposal as being commensurate with federal standards.
